[bookmark: _GoBack]Public Comments: Barbara Laflam reported under old business.

Minutes of 7/8/19 reviewed in draft, correction made. Motion made to accept with corrections, seconded, unanimous. 

No additional comments nor changes to the posted agenda.

Old business:

· Returning to the SMARTIE review, specifically at Goal 3….2: Strategy 3…2A. CF presented a “points of interest” map first published in the 60’s, updated in 1997, but out of date by this time. As there is a Celebrate Southampton event on 9/14/19, it was suggested that attempting to update the map before then, or at least presenting the map at that event with a disclaimer that it needs updating. CF is on the Celebrate Southampton committee (meeting next on July 30, 10 AM at Edwards Library), and she will discuss options at that time. Points noted to be missing: Ed Neild trail and other recently acquired conservation lands, anvil, Labrie Fields. Other points may also be missing. Noted that town resident with a long history, Ted Hendrik, might be able to add much to this map. 
· Strategy 3….2B: could be a self-directed tour, combined with above Strategy.
· Strategies 3…2C-2H: Discussion of where historical information is located, and what that information is. Noted that Edwards Library has many documents and work has been done to scan and enter in Library website. Historical Society is a private, non-profit and owns the Clark-Chapman house. Historical Commission is an elected body (KM represents on this committee), owns the old schoolhouse. CP will research what is known of where documents are artifacts are held, report back at the next meeting. B. Laflam noted there was an ‘oral history’ project spearheaded by a former librarian. This will also be researched by CP.
· Continuation from the previous meeting regarding Chapter 8: Zoning Issues (page 163), specifically “Agricultural Preservation Regulations”. Noted that a zone bylaw was adopted at TM in 1990, ratified by the AG, absent from the publicly available Zoning Bylaws. CP stated the Bylaw along with supportive documentation was found by Town Clerk, shared with Planning Board, Open Space Review Committee, Chair of the Zoning Board and Town Administrator. The accompanying District Delineation map, also called the “Agricultural Preservation District, Town of Southampton” was not located. B. Laflam presented her research, specifically Articles 28 and 29 of the Town Meeting of 5/12/90, as well as a map of one of the properties specified, with a document filed at the Hampshire County of Deeds defining a tract of land on County Road dated Dec 11, 1975, owned then by Stanislaw and Walter Mul. Barbara Laflam states she will do further research to identify the second tract. This bylaw states a landowner must request to have the designation. 
· The MPI committee continued to discuss the remaining items under Goal 3, with documentation of the SMARTIE evaluation. 
· Strategy 3….2I – Discussion of the Scenic Road designation. KM will research. 
· Goal 3….3: CF to research status of the Cultural Council.
· Goal 3….4: Support growth management that will protect and preserve the rural landscape, scenic vistas, and historic resources: Demolition Delay bylaw has been adopted. Other parts of this goal overlap somewhat with above sections. CP will research the town’s signage regulations and report back to committee.
