MINUTES OF BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING – MONDAY, APRIL 28, 2014

Present:  Selectmen Judith Booman, Thomas Andrew and Walter Bickford, Assessor Diane Peterson.

The meeting was called to order at 9:08 p.m.

Regarding the pending tax agreement with Sun Edson over the company’s 3.8 megawatt solar installation at Indian Head Farm on River Road West, Peterson said she told the company that $80,000 per year “wasn’t going to do it.”  Peterson said the company countered two days later with $20,000/megawatt or $76,000 per year. 

Peterson said she was awaiting further feedback on the draft contract from Town Counsel Rick Holland of Kopelman and Paige.  Andrew said the Selectmen would rely on his comments on the contract.  
Peterson said if agreement isn’t reached with the company, the Town could just send them a tax bill.  Peterson said having an agreement is better for the Town, however.
Booman suggested negotiating towards the $80,000 per year figure.  Peterson said the figure should be between $80,000 and $90,000 per year for this size project when comparing state-complied data on various solar projects.
Andrew suggested revisiting the agreement issue in Executive Session, if ready, on May 5th at 6:30 p.m.

At 9:20 p.m., the Selectmen voted to leave Executive Session on a roll call vote:  Booman - aye, Andrew- aye, Bickford- aye.
